Capt Bob Campbell is the Chief, Medical Counterproliferation at HQ ACC.  His responsibilities include developing, managing, and executing the medical weapons of mass destruction emergency response program – a plus $100M AF-wide program that cross cuts all medical functional areas and disaster teams.  He supervises/oversees a contractor staff of 30 personnel and 29 projects on a steady basis. These projects include base-wide, medically centric exercises which have been executed at 50+ bases in the past year, patient decontamination training at 60 bases, clinical emergency response training which he designed, and various other functional-specific training events.  He has also been responsible for writing AF doctrine, policy, and guidance pertaining to medical emergency response. He has participated in national-level homeland security and nuclear mishap exercises.  





Bob is also responsible for training, equipping, and providing doctrine for over 530 UTCs.  In the past 2 years, he has accelerated deployment of medical CBRNE defense technology 5-10 years.  He has partnered with other services, national labs, government agencies, and coalition partners








and led their efforts to optimize complex surveillance instruments resulting in the ability to detect chemical and biological agents 1,000-10,000 times lower than current military field instrumentation, identify biological agents 5-20 times faster, and increase the interoperability among the services’ preventive medicine officers.  Bob has served as the ad hoc CENTAF(r) Bioenvironmental Engineer for the past 3 years, and has been instrumental in fielding a deployed surveillance system, leading a functional users group to identify problems, and implementing corrective actions to ensure PRD-5 requirements are met.  He also has teamed with AF/XOC to develop the AF Counterproliferation plan and roadmaps.





Capt Campbell was commissioned in 1996 upon graduation from the University of Illinois’ Graduate program.
